Domestic 
Violence is a pattern of escalating 

behavior by which an abuser controls 
a survivor of abuse.  It often starts 

with name calling or shoving but gets 
worse over time.  Domestic violence 

includes emotional, spiritual, physical, 
sexual and financial abuse or attacks 

on property or pets.   
 

*1 in 4 women will experience 
domestic violence in her lifetime.  

*1 in 4 adolescents reports verbal, 

physical, emotional or  sexual abuse 
from a dating partner each year.   

 
Domestic violence happens every 

hour, in every part of society and 
involves people of every age, race, 

gender and socio -economic status.
